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The Feast of the Baptism of the Lord is one of the rare moments in the life of Christ when Father and Holy Spirit 

are present with him in ways seen and heard by others. It is as Jesus is at prayer after his baptism that heaven opens 

and his identity, already pointed to by John, is confirmed. This is the start of Jesus public ministry, about to be 

initialised by a period of preparation in the desert. Soon he will call together his apostles and begin the work of 

proclaiming the kingdom of God. 
 

At our baptism the Holy Spirit comes into our lives to help us to live in the world in a way which identifies Christ 

yet again ð this time by our witness. We may not see ourselves as going about proclaiming the kingdom but if we 

believe and live by the law of love, the Holy Spirit can use us as channels to help others identify the Risen Christ in 

his Church.
