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This introduction to the gospel of Luke leads us to expect nothing less than a very careful and accurate account of 

extraordinary events which need to be catalogued for future generations, for us. The event described this Sunday is 

the mission announcement by Jesus in the synagogue at Nazareth. His home town was no different from any other 

town then or now and people with whom he had grown up must have been astonished at what they heard Jesus 

claim - to be the promised Messiah. We can almost hear the òJust who does he think he is?ó 
 

2000 years on acceptance of Jesus as Messiah is still rejected. The need to make the same announcement is 

therefore as great as ever. This is why the Church exists and we are Church. We must not be put off from making 

the announcement because of what others might think. We, like our Lord, are appointed and anointed for this 

mission.

Then Nehemiah - His Excellency - 
and Ezra, priest and scribe (and the Levites who were instructing the 
people) said to all the people, óThis day is sacred to the Lord your 
God.  Do not be mournful, do not weep.ô  For the people were all in 
tears as they listened to the words of the Law.  He then said, óGo, eat 
the fat, drink the sweet wine, and send a portion to the man who has 
nothing prepared ready.  For this day is sacred to our Lord.  Do not be 
sad: the joy of the Lord is your stronghold.ô

Seeing that many others have undertaken to draw up accounts of the 
events that have taken place among us, exactly as these were 
handed down to us by those who from the outset were eyewitnesses 
and ministers of the word, I in my turn, after carefully going over the 
whole story from the beginning, have decided to write an ordered 
account for you, Theophilus, so that your Excellency may learn how 
well founded the teaching is that you have received.
